Getting started in Conformation at JRTCA Trials
Conformation classes are judged by JRTCA sanctioned judges and are great ways for breeders and JRT enthusiasts’ to show off their terriers. The winner (in that particular judges opinion) is the terrier that most closely matches the breed standard. Judges also look at movement, temperament and overall balance. All of these things relate directly with choosing the best terrier suited for Earthwork.

There are different divisions of Conformation at a sanctioned trial: Regular and miscellaneous. Within the regular division there is: Puppy, Open and Working Classes. Within the miscellaneous Divisions there are different types of classes that are great for anyone at any level to compete in. If you have a terrier that has been spayed or neutered it doesn’t mean you can’t still compete in conformation. With in the Miscellaneous Division there are all kinds of fun classes where you can show your terrier off too! Here are a few classes offered in the Miscellaneous Division: Novice, Neutered Dog, Spay Bitch, Veteran Terrier and Suitability. Check the trial flyer for which miscellaneous classes that are being offered and decide which class or classes best suits you and your terrier. If you have any questions or aren’t sure how to go about signing up for a JRTCA trial, feel free to contact me or another club representative for assistance. 

Here are some basic tips for showing in Conformation: (*Taken from the JRTCA website: www.terrier.com)

· Make your terrier comfortable on leash and with strangers

· The condition of your terrier plays an important role in how well your terrier will do in the conformation ring.  Make sure they’re fit and a healthy weight.

· When you are asked to walk your terrier across the ring, walk him. Set your sights on where you want to go and walk there, briskly. Don’t have the leash strung up tightly.

· Keep your attention on what the judge is doing. When the judge is busy, relax your terrier. When the judge is at the end of the individual examination, get your dog’s attention and make sure he’s standing alertly.

· No matter what your terrier does when you are showing, do not reprimand – this will get the tail down.

· Make sure there is adequate space between your terrier and the ones on either side.

· Be a good sport and congratulate those who beat you, If you’re a winner, win with dignity.

Most of all have fun! That’s why going to trials is all about.

Final Report 2009
81st Session of the Texas State Legislature

With 28 bills filed this session pertaining to animal ownership it's been a busy six months.  A collective sigh of relief resonated across Texas when the gavel came down to adjourn on June 1st.  RPOA monitored every twist and turn of 15 bills, setting a record for any state. With your help and our lobbyist Gibson Lewis, his staff, Jeff Shaver, Zandra Anderson, Texas
Veterinary Medical Association and too many others to enumerate in this email, we killed all of the bills we opposed except for the "Doggie Bowl" Bill SB 554 by Senator Whitmire (D-Houston).  His bill was not top priority due to the more onerous mandatory spay/neuter of every dog and cat in Texas; breed specific legislation; the HSUS and Texas Humane Legislation Network's misnamed "Puppymill" Bill; and others.

We'll soon have on our website appropriate thank you's to donors and all the groups/clubs who worked with us as well as a list of the legislators who helped us or voted against us.  Due to your emails, phone calls and faxes, RPOA was contacted many times by the
legislators' offices and offered compromises in an effort to get their bills passed.  Although ultimately it was defeated in the Senate, we were able to get amendments to HB 3180 on the House floor, the misnamed "Puppymill Bill," thanks to Rep. Edmund Kuempel (R-Wilson, Guadalupe, Gonzales), and Rep. "Doc"Anderson, (R-McLennon).  Your feedback from conversations with your
representatives was invaluable and helped us develop strategy.

A special thank you to Senator Leticia Van de Putte (D-San Antonio) and her staff for being the nicest office to work with this session regarding her Mandatory Spay/Neuter Bill.  Once we explained the extreme agenda behind this legislation, no committee hearing was scheduled.  Her office did offer us a compromise to remove spay/neuter for all Texas dogs and cats and make it only apply to animal shelters.  However we mentioned this would be cost prohibitive to many smaller animal control divisions and result in more
animals being killed instead of adopted out or released to our rescuers. The bill died.

A Texas Humane Legislation Network donor named Diane Coker from Georgetown
(listed on the THLN website) succeeded in getting our TX-RPOA E-News terminated abruptly by our A&M List Serv.  This was a political maneuver to keep our voices from being heard through our Action Alerts in the middle of a very heated legislative session.  Coker complained as a constituent about
"misuse of state resources for non-university business" to Rep. Diane Maldonado (D-Williamson).  Rep. Maldonado claimed her staff offered to help us move our list but this was not true as they were quite belligerent on the phone.  Luckily we were able to set up an alternative list quickly so their plan failed.

There were too many twists and turns each day to enumerate here but it was all worth it and we learned even more about the legislative process in Texas.  Not a pretty sight!  Plans have begun for the next session in 2011
and will be announced soon.  We all know the Animal Rights Industry will be back with a vengeance but we'll be ready.

OPPOSED BILLS

DEAD:  HB 3180 by Thompson (D-Harris), breeder/dealer licensing/puppy and kitten lemon law regulations.  Passed House Floor but not Senate.  Anyone selling one dog or cat (including rescuers) would have been subject to regulations.  Companion Bill SB 1910 by Whitmire (D-Houston) wasn't pursued as he chose instead to amend Rep. Kuempel's HB 2310 to include most of Thompson's bill.  Rep. Kuempel did not accept the Whitmire amendment and it was removed.  This effectively killed all three bills.

DEAD:  SB 1845 by Van de Putte (D-San Antonio) sterilization of dogs and cats or $300 Intact Animal Permit per dog and cat, Companion Bill HB 4277 by Menendez (D-Bexar).  Senator Van de Putte didn't pursue passage of this bill - to her credit.

DEAD:  SB 634 by Seliger (R-Amarillo), unlawful restraint of a dog. Companion Bill HB 2001 by McCall (R-Collin)  Banned tethering, required 150 sq. ft. enclosure per dog; no dogs outside below 32 degrees or during heat advisory.  Killed in committee.

DEAD:  HB 458 by Leibowitz (D-Bexar), limitations on the number of dogs at a residence in certain counties.  Out of committee but killed in Calendars Committee.

DEAD:  HB 1982 by Martinez Fischer (D-Bexar), dangerous and vicious dogs. Veiled attempt at breed specific legislation with description of "vicious" dog by physical appearance; regulating dogs 40 lbs or more.  Left pending in committee.

DEAD:  HB 1395 by Farrar (D-Harris), animal cruelty livestock & nonlivestock.  Lowered bar for conviction by adding "recklessly" to intentionally or knowingly committing an offense and changed the definition of "animal."  Died in committee.

DEAD:  HB 925 by Dutton (D-Harris), handling of or caring for a pit bull breed of dog by certain minors.  An attempt at breed specific legislation in Texas.

DEAD:  HB 2732  by Eissler (R-Montgomery)/Strama (D-Travis), barking dogs in unincorporated areas of counties 275,000 population or more

DEAD:  HB 3380 by Doug Miller (R-Erath, Comanche, Mills, Hamilton, Coryell, Somervell), barking dogs in county unincorporated areas

PASSED AND SENT TO GOVERNOR:  SB 554 by Whitmire (D-Houston).  Companion Bill HB 1147 by Frost (D-Bowie, Cass, Marion, Morris).  The "Doggie Bowl"
Bill with possession of alleged dog fighting equipment criminalized; including a harness, treadmill, cage for a dog, pen, dog house for keeping a fighting dog, feeding apparatus, or training pen.

SB 554:  Representative Dutton (D-Harris) amended this bill to make it breed specific by adding a Dangerous Dog definition which automatically classified the following breeds to be dangerous:  American Staffordshire Terrier,
Staffordshire Bull Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier or any mixed breed dog substantially conforming to AKC or UKC standards for those breeds.  Due to efforts by our lobbyist, this was quickly removed!

SUPPORTED BILLS

PASSED AS AMENDMENT TO SB 408:  HB 1046 by Homer (D-Lamar, Delta, Hopkins, Franklin, Titus, Red River), appeals process in the disposition of cruelly treated animals.  This is a major victory for animal owners in Texas as Texas Humane Legislation Network legislation succeeded in getting this due process taken away from us in 2003.

PASSED AND SIGNED BY GOVERNOR:  HB 205 by Aycock (R-Lampasas, Burnet, Bell), exempts dogs that are used to protect livestock from restraint laws on annexed property by cities.

DEAD:  HB 435 by Lucio III (D-Cameron), penalty for theft of pet

DEAD:  HB 243 by Alonzo (D-Dallas), equipping K-9 law enforcement vehicles
with a heat alarm system

DEAD:  HB 853 by Laubenberg (R-Collin, Rockwall), relating to inclusion of pets in protective orders.  Companion Bill SB 1840 by Uresti (D-San Antonio).

DEAD:  HB 1701 by Laubenberg (R-Collin, Rockwall), roadside sale of puppies

DEAD:  HB 3322 by Kleinschmidt (R-Bastrop, Brazos, Burleson, Colorado,
Fayette, Lee) and SB 682 Companion Bill by Eltife (R-Tyler), animal identification system

NEUTRAL BILLS

PASSED AND SENT TO GOVERNOR:  HB 405 by Harless (R-Harris).  Companion
Bill SB 1298 by Huffman (R-Southside Place) authority of animal control officer to carry a bite prevention stick in performance of official duties

DEAD:  HB 1704 by Laubenberg (R-Collin, Rockwall), increasing penalty animal
cruelty

 Summer Safety Tips

It’s that time of year again when we need to pay close attention to our canine friends needs during the next 108 days of HOT Texas summer.

At Home: 

Make sure your jack coat is prepared for the hot sun. You get hot in the summer and so does your Jacks. Shade should be provided throughout the day. Pools are nice for your pets, I use the baby pool from Walmart, a great $10 investment. Patio decks become hot in the summer and can burn the pads of your pets paws. Also keep your lawn free of Poop as this attracts flies, these pesty things bite too.

Summer Safety Tips - continued
At home: 

It is not recommended that you have water in metal bowls as they will tend to make the water HOT to drink. Heat stroke can be very dangerous and cause death. 

Traveling with your Pet: 

Planning trips or vacations can include your pets. Always carry your pet’s vaccination records with you and include your veterinarians phone numbers. Your veterinarians can help you with all paperwork you’ll need. If your pet is not micro-chipped please be sure they wear their tags and collar.  Make sure your stays include pet friendly campground and hotels.  If your pet has never traveled before you might want to carry along motion sickness medicine. Do not leave your pets unattended in vehicles, hot cars can kill your pet very quickly. Always crate your pets when traveling, it for their safety. I never like seeing pets running across the back seats, sitting in drivers laps or riding in the backs of truck, it’s too darn dangerous. Besides accidents happen and your pet, as well as you, can be seriously injured.

Out in the field with your Jack: 

You and your jack will enjoy hunting in the woods. Be sure you have the proper equipment with you in cases of emergency. First aid kits are a must in the field as jacks can be injured or encounter skunks and snakes in holes.  Check with a working judge and they can help you with the necessary items you will need in the field. I always carry water and eye wash, besides the shovel and spade. The judge I’ve hunted with has the collars and locator box, but you may want to verify that before you venture out for a day in the field.

We have two working judges in North Texas, you can find their numbers in the True Grit. 

Swimming: 

If your jack has never been swimming you may need to test them first, here’s some things to remember: 

Start by calling your pet into shallow water, and be sure to stay close to them.

Other canines can help your pet to get familiar with the water. They can watch and follow along. 

Be sure to say close, if your pet starts to dogpaddle help them by lifting their hind legs. This will teach them to hold their back legs up and float.

Swimming is a great form of exercise for you and your pet. Be careful, watch your pet and never leave them unattended in the water. 

Summer is meant to be fun. Don’t leave your jacks at home. A little planning on your part can be fun for all your family members.

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Mosquitoes:

Heartworms are transmitted by mosquitoes, which are present nearly year-round in our area and throughout the country. 

* While there have been very few cases of West Nile Virus reported in canines, it's still wise to observe the following precautions suggested by the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center (APCC). These tips can help safeguard human family members

* Remember to use heartworm preventive. too. 

* Keep pets indoors at dawn, dusk and early evening when mosquitoes are most active. 

* Eliminate areas of standing water that can serve as breeding grounds for mosquitoes, and remember to recheck after each rainfall. 

* Change any outdoor water bowls a couple times a day to prevent mosquitoes from using them to lay their eggs. 

* The APCC does not recommend the use of mosquito control products that contain DEET. Dogs and cats are extremely sensitive to DEET and may develop neurological problems if a product formulated with DEET is applied to them. 

* Some topical flea and tick control products for dogs such as Frontline and K9 Advantix contain mosquito repellent. 

* Avoid using pest control products with concentrated essential oils such as tea tree, pennyroyal and d-limonine. These concentrates have caused weakness, paralysis, liver problems and seizures in pets, plus their effectiveness is not proven.

FLEAS AND TICKS:
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Fleas and ticks cause a variety of problems in pets. Fleas feed on animal blood and can trigger problems including skin irritation, allergic reactions, anemia and in rare cases, death. They can also carry tapeworms, which can infest your pet. If you see small rice-like particles around the dog's anus or in his feces, he probably has tapeworms. 

Ticks carry diseases such as Lyme, ehrlichiosis, babesiosis and Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever, so you don't want them feeding on your pet either.

Finding and removing Fleas and Ticks:

* Chemical- and drug-free ways to keep your pet from getting "bugged" include inspecting your pet each day, and better yet, after each outing outdoors. 

* Use a flea comb to search for and remove fleas. Use tweezers or a tick scoop to remove any other bugs and burrs. 

* You can dab some petroleum jelly on the comb to help make the fleas stick to its tines. 

* Gather a cotton ball, alcohol and cup filled halfway with warm soapy water. Soak the cotton ball in alcohol before combing. 

* Remember to check between your dog's toes, behind and in the ears, in the armpits, around the tail and head. 

* Comb your pet over white paper. If fleas are present, you will see tiny black specks fall on the paper. 

* To check your dog for fleas when bathing, place a large white towel beneath your dog. Fleas typically fall off when you rinse the dog, so you're likely to spot them on the towel. 

* Trix no-touch tick remover is reportedly safe and effective for even sensitive areas such as the ears. 
http://tickremover.com 

When finding fleas.... 

* Dab fleas with the cotton ball soaked in alcohol. This slows down fleas, enabling you to catch them. Then plunge the fleas to the bottom of the cup of water. Next, dump the water into the toilet and flush, or rinse down a sink, to prevent the flea from escaping. 

* Smother fleas by dropping them in a cup of water to which a teaspoon of cooking oil has been added. 

When finding a tick.... 

* When finding a tick, carefully remove the whole tick from the pet's body. A tick scoop, available at many pet supply stores, is best for removing ticks. See www.tickedoff.com for tick scoop details. How to remove a tick using tweezers: Grasp the tick as close to the skin as possible by gripping its head. Steadily pull upward until the tick releases his grip. Do not twist or jerk the tick or you might break off the head or mouth parts, and you do not want to leave the tick head embedded in your pet's skin. Also, do not squeeze to the point of crushing the tick, or disease-spreading secretions may be released. If you do not have tweezers or a tick scoop, you can use your fingers, a loop of thread around the jaws, or a needle between the jaws to pull it out. 

If the head is left in the skin, use a sterile needle to remove the head similar to how you would remove a splinter. Wash the tick bite and your hands with soap and water, and apply antibiotic ointment to the bite. 

Note: Studies show that using petroleum jelly, alcohol and hot match heads do not work to loosen ticks from skin, although a few people still use the petroleum jelly and rubbing alcohol approaches, but the hot match technique has caused skin injuries. 

* Another way to remove a tick: Apply liquid soap to a cotton ball. Cover the tick with the soap-soaked cotton ball and swab it for 15 seconds. We're told the tick will release and come out when you lift the cotton ball. 

* Ticks do not drown in water, so dispose of them by wrapping in a tissue and flushing down the toilet, or drowning in rubbing alcohol. Do not crush the tick; that can spread disease. Some vets may want to see the tick if disease transmission is suspected. 

* Swab the pet's bitten area with antiseptic.

Natural Prevention and Treatment: 

Above all, keep your pets healthy. Fleas and other parasites have less effect on healthy animals...and they tend to live on pets who are unhealthy and/or have weak immune systems. And, as with healthy humans, healthy animals recover from illness faster and in the case of contracting parasites, are not likely to get sick. It's a matter of immunity. 

Also be aware that stressful conditions weaken immunity in humans and animals. A harmonious home is a healthier one. 

Chemical-free, drug-free ways to keep your pet from getting "bugged" include inspecting your pet each day, and better yet, after each outing outdoors. Also see above for combing and bug removal tips. 

A growing number of pet owners use natural ingredient-based flea repellents, immunity-boosting dietary measures and other techniques, instead of chemicals and commercial medications. Following are some natural/holistic approaches that many people find effective. 

Dietary additions for boosting immunity and repelling bugs: 

** A half teaspoon of nutritional brewer's yeast daily can provide the B complex vitamins a dog needs. Dr. Michael Fox has recommended brewer's yeast or nutritional yeast (but not baker's yeast), giving 1 teaspoon per 30 pounds of body weight mixed with the animal's food. 

** B complex vitamins - 50 mg once a day for cats and smaller dogs, and twice daily for larger dogs. 

** Use Omega 3 and 6 fatty acid supplements. 

** Add a tablespoon of organic apple cider vinegar to the dog's water bowl. 

** Add .a teaspoon each of safflower oil and powdered kelp or seaweed to the food bowl. 

** Fresh garlic in small quantities can help repel fleas by making the animal taste unpleasant to fleas. Grate a small amount of fresh, raw garlic into your pet's food at mealtime, about one-half to 3 chambers of the clove (chamber, not a whole clove) depending on the animal's size. One vet recommends one crushed clove of garlic (not a whole bulb; a clove is just one chamber) per every 30 pounds. Some holistic health practitioners recommend heating the garlic for easier digestion, and to not to give them garlic every day. 

Natural ingredient-based sprays, lotions, shampoos: 

* Several useful, relatively gentle flea shampoos to help rid fleas. Avoid shampoos with insecticides, since the chemicals can be harsh. If your dog has fleas, use a gentle shampoo containing pyrethrin, pyrethrum or citrus oil. See the Robin's Dog Tip about Bathing for bathing and grooming details. 

* When bathing your pet, you can use apple cider vinegar to rinse his or her fur. Fleas don't like the smell or taste. 

* Lavender, peppermint and geranium essential oils repel mosquitoes. Lavender, lemongrass and geranium repel ticks. And lavender, lemongrass, peppermint and citronella repel fleas. Dab oils between the dog's shoulder blades. As you can see, lavender (which also repels flies) is particularly versatile. Other effective natural repellents include lemon, cedar, eucalyptus, myrrh, neem and rosewood 

* Put a drop of lemon oil or rosemary oil on the dog's collar. 

* A safe, easy homemade flea repellent: cut 6 lemons in half, boil in a quart of water, steep a few hours, then strain the solution into a spray bottle. Spritz your pet's fur, taking care not to spray near the eyes. 
Don't spray anything in a dog's face; apply spray to the hand and then rub it on the fur. 

* Another gentle homemade flea spray: dilute a flower-scented shampoo, such as the type available from ihelppets.com, in water and spray liberally, or rub into the coat and let air-dry. 

* One inexpensive over-the-counter choice for dogs and cats is Gentle Touch drops. Gentle Touch is a spot on that is all natural and free of chemicals and petroleum solvents. 

* Bothered by flies? Pyrethrin-based sprays and ointments are relatively safe and effective.
